students will learn English writing styles and terminologies. Ultimately, students will be able to read and
comprehend basic S&T materials more quickly and express their opinions more openly in English.
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Classes will be conducted primarily in English with a focus on the textbook. Additionally, students will read
and discuss science and technology materials in English.
