This class provides an opportunity to study with a
native English teacher. Students are expected to have a positive attitude to listen and speak English, actively
engage in language activities, and try to communicate using English. Moreover, some of these classes have
been introduced to online English and online assignments.

Students must bring a dictionary to every class. In addition to class assignments as well as online
assignments, students need to work on self-study, such as speaking, listening to, reading, writing in English,
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AR and through various media such as television, radio, and the Internet. Students are required to study outside
of class in order to pass Grade Pre-2 of the Eiken Test in Practical English Proficiency.
