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This course follows on from English conversation 1A (3% 1A) and like the previous course, also focuses upon improving the
student's ability to engage in conversation and communicate in English, and help the student feel more confident about using the
English they already know. The course uses role-plays and various scenarios that simulate a natural setting to use the language
studied in the textbooks. The textbook itself also covers reading and presentations.The sections on writing and listening practice,
will be set as homework to allow the classroom focus to remain upon communication exercises.
