During the second-half of each class session, groups of students will say their speeches with the teacher and classmates serving as
the audience. During the speeches, students will be instructed on oral communication skills such as pausing, eye-contact, hand-
gestures, intonation, pronunciation, and enunciation. Students will also develop their English essay writing ability by learning how to
write classical five paragraph essays and block format compare and contrast essays.
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The objectives of this course are to help students develop cognitive and practical experience developing

ability.
