Building on
previous course work, students will engage in weekly extemporaneous speeches based on a TOEFL sample of
topics in order to further develop their ability to brainstorm major points, develop outlines, find supporting
data from the Internet or other sources, and to rehearse and to improve their oratory skills. Each week
students will selection speech topics based on TOEFL data and will spend 15 minutes developing speeches.
After this 15 minute time period, students will take turns coming to the front of the classroom to give their
speeches with their classmates and the teacher as audience members. Each speech will be no longer than 5
minutes. Students will also practice and engage in three speech contests in which their skill in dramatic,
humorous, and demonstrative oratory competence will be improved. Students in this course will be provided
with information concerning speech contest events held outside of school and will be strongly encourage to
participate in those events.
