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The objective of this course is to help students improve their ability to identify useful phrases and expressions to use during English
conversations and to develop their English oral communication skill through participation in English-language conversations.
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Students will improve their ability to converse in English by learning useful phrases and expressions. Students
will also improve their English oral communication ability by participating in weekly English—language
conversations in which the useful phrases and expressions will be practiced. Specifically, each week, students
will be presented with a different list of useful phrases and expressions along with an explanation of how to
use them in their English conversations. During the first half of each class, students in groups of two, will
write a conversation in which these phrases and expressions are included. During the second half of each
class session, groups will take turns coming to front of the classroom to hold their conversations.
