The objective of this course is to improve students’ ability to structure English-language speech outlines and to provide English

speaking practice.
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As the basis for English speaking practice, each week, working in groups, students will spend the first-half of
each class session structuring detailed English-language speech outlines by creating logically related
sentences and paragraphs based on original ideas resulting in personalized speeches. During the second-half
of each class session, groups of students will take turns coming to the front of the classroom to say their
speeches with the teacher and classmates serving as the audience. Outlines will contain three main points for
an introduction, body and conclusion, and three first- and second-level sub-points for each of the three main
points for body development. The main points constitute outline breadth and will include different broad ideas
concerning topics. First-level sub-points constitute outline depth and will include detailed sub-ideas directly
related to their corresponding broader main points. Second-level sub-points constitute further outline depth

and will include detailed sub-ideas directly related to their corresponding first-level sub-points.

During the

speeches, students will be instructed on oral communication skills such as pausing, eye-contact, hand-
gestures, intonation, pronunciation, and enunciation. Specifically, Students will be provided with blank outline
forms each class session and will be assisted in brainstorming their self-selected topics, developing three main
points concerning the topics, developing three first-level sub-points corresponding to each main point and
supporting their main points, and developing three second-level sub-points corresponding to each of their
first-level sub-points. Upon completion of the outlines, groups will take turns coming to the front of the
classroom and saying their speeches to the class.
