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1. Develop extensive reading skills through systematic recycling of reading.
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This full English high intermediate course balances engaging readings with systematic recycling of reading,
vocabulary, and grammar skills. It will address the concrete development of (1) career skills and knowledge,
e (2) the four basic language skills, and (3) language knowledge. The content will mainly target topics of social

issues and will aim the development of problem-solving skills in English, where students will be given the
opportunity to creatively express ideas in group, pair, and individual settings. The course is designed to
develop English at CEF B1-C1 level and is relevant for ETS TOEIC L&R practice.
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The course will have a theme-based approach to reading. The themes are art, organizations, places, science
and technology. Each theme will incorporate reading, vocabulary, grammar and writing tasks. Each Unit will
at the end introduce interactive tasks and presentations to help students make creative use of the target
language learnt in class.
