Furthermore, since many students travel abroad I plan to devote several lessons to real world situations such as ordering in a
restaurant, shopping and working in marine environments. These take English out of the textbook and into the real world. Hopefully
students will see these as a fun break from the normal routine of class and will gain confidence in their ability to speak English. I
also hope these lessons, and indeed the class as a whole, will give the students a sense that English is not just a school subject but
something that you cam be of value throughout their lives. Finally, after taking my class if students are able to visit a foreign

country and use English confidently, then I would be very pleased.
